Dear Parishioners of Holy Rosary Parish, 

It doesnôt seem possible that summer has virtually flown by!  We were grateful for so many summer     
visitors that graced our doors and pews this past summer.  The count at a number of summer weekends 
topped a thousand-plus folks!  And so it is that we return to our normal schedule of Saturday evening at 
5:00 P.M. and Sunday mornings at 9:00 and 11:00 A.M. with the weekend of September 7 and 8. 
This summer the parish said goodbye to Father Andrew Obel who has been assigned as pastor of          
St. Maryôs Parish at Warroad and Sacred Heart Parish at Baudette.  We are grateful for Father Andrewôs 
guidance through the Uganda Water Project and the success it was. The work of that committee contin-
ues under the new name of Uganda Mission Project.  Father Andrew will continue to be a resource person 
for that committee as new projects come up. 
In July, we welcomed Father Michael Arey as our new Associate Pastor.  For those who do not know    
Father Michael was ordained a priest for the Diocese of Crookston by Bishop Hoeppner in June.  I am 
thankful for his presence in our parish and look forward to his ministry among us! 
Now that fall is upon us all of our various boards and committees will be ñgearing upò once again: 
P Holy Rosary School opened on Wednesday, August 28 with the celebration of the Opening School 
Mass. 

P Holy Rosary Faith Formation will begin with its Opening Mass Wednesday, September 11 at 6:30 P.M.  
Registration for classes will take place next weekend after the weekend Masses in the Welcoming 
Center. Registration forms are included in this current mailing. 

P The Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA) will begin the week of October 1 with the Inquiry   
Process.  Any interested in seeking to come into the Catholic Church is asked to contact the Parish 
Office. 

P Members of the Convocation of Parish Leaders continue with projects on Evangelization for our    
Parish.  They seek new members to this committee as it expands in the areas of the New Evangeliza-
tion in the coming year. 

P I am grateful for the continued guidance of the members of our Pastoral Council and Finance Council. 
P We will be conducting Stewardship of Time and Talent in the coming weeks.  We will be in need of a 
number of volunteer ministers in all areas of parish life. 

Maintenance and repairs continue to be part and parcel of parish life too.  In recent weeks we have been 
advised that a major portion of the roof on the church needs work.  This fall the roofs over the sacristy, 
Daily Mass Chapel and Lake Avenue Entrance need replacing.  The present sky light in the Lake Avenue 
Entrance needs to be replaced as well.  Also in need of repair and updating are the church bells.  The 
bells and equipment (with the exception of the replacement bell of a few years ago) have been there for 
fifty years and even though they are serviced yearly, there are things that are wearing out and need      
attention.  You might remember that when we conducted our capital campaign at the time of the             
renovation of the church, we set aside a portion of those funds for this purpose.  We are also grateful for 
your continued use of the Maintenance Envelope each month.  I am very pleased that folks use this      
envelope.  It is those small gifts that make all the difference. 
On behalf of Father Michael and the Parish Staff I welcome each of you as we do the work of the Lord 
here at Holy Rosary!
