THE YEAR 2019 SEEMED TO FLY BY all too quickly. I would like to share with you some of the statisti-
cal data for 2019 pertaining to the sacramental life of our parish: 
P Thirteen infants and children were welcomed into the Roman Catholic Church through the waters of 
Holy Baptism.  They are:  Cali Jo Van Valkenburg, Asher Paul Borslien, Genevieve Grace Gifford, 
Agatha Ann Champa, Olivia Grace Erickson, Olivia Rose Bjerk, Leo Joseph Donarski, James Eno 
Winters, Bentley Roger Sandberg, Calvin James Bergmann, Hudson Michael Saewert, Gavin Russell 
Bement and Stella Elaine Stoneburg. 

P Thirty-four young people celebrated the Sacrament of Reconciliation for the first time. 
P Thirty-six young people received the gift of the Lord in the Eucharist for the first time. 
P Twenty-three young people received the gift of the Holy Spirit in the Sacrament of Confirmation. 
P Through the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults four were received into full communion with the   
Catholic Church and one adult celebrated the Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation.
