In today’s gospel, we start out with a request from John and James,
“Teacher, we want you to do for us whatever we ask of you.” They
proceeded “Grant that in your glory we may sit one at your right and
the other at your left.” Jesus responded with: “to sit at my right or at my
left is not mine to give, but is for those for whom it has been prepared.
whoever wishes to be great among you will be your servant. Whoever
wishes to be first among you will be the slave of all. For the Son of
Man did not come to be served but to serve and to give his life as a
ransom for many.”

| have thought about this reading, and how it applies to me every
day. Do | find myself praying only when | want or need something? Do
| ask for not what will bring me closer to salvation with the Lord but
rather what will draw me farther away from him? When | helped
someone today, did | do it for Jesus, or was it something to make me
feel better about myself?

We see examples throughout the Bible including today’s gospel of
Jesus serving others and how we should desire to do the same for
others, not for our own wants or desires, but to show others how to
give and serve. To do what will draw us closer to Jesus. These last
few weeks, our readings have been talking about just that, to stop
doing what will draw us away from God and start doing what will bring
us closer to him.

When | think about service, it does not just mean to hold a door
open for someone, or help someone carry their groceries. While these
are services that help others, there is so much more we can do. Any
parish that | have ever attended is always looking for help, either as a
greeter or server or with religious education, the needs are great, and
as the saying goes, many hands make light work. When | was younger
and attended Mass, | would see people serving and think to myself,
“well, it looks like they have it covered, they don’t need my help.” As |
got older, | wanted to do more than sit in the pew and watch, | wanted
to participate and do something that would enhance my experience
and draw me closer to Jesus. Today, | often see the same people all
the time doing these services. Are they doing this service because
they truly want to, or because nobody else will?

What is Jesus calling you to do? How is Jesus calling you to serve?
Last week we heard what Jesus said when asked, “What must | do to
inherit eternal life?,” Jesus told the man, who had many possessions,
that he should rid the possessions from his life and follow Jesus.
Today the question is, can you make time for Jesus in service to
others? Let us pray that we may have the courage to answer the call.

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A SERVANT'S HEART

| was 25 years old when | received a personal invitation to teach Faith
Formation. | was working at a small town bank at the time and
Joanne, a fellow co-worker, told me there was a need for a 6th grade
faith formation teacher on Wednesday nights at our church. Thanks to
this little seed of faith that Joanne planted in my heart that day, my
journey of teaching and passing on the Catholic faith to children
began. A lot has changed in the ministry of Catechesis since 1995,
from textbooks to how we prepare children for the sacraments but one
thing that has not changed is Jesus Christ and the need to put people
in contact with Him. In a world where less than half of the population
attends church weekly on Sundays, the need to put people in contact
with Jesus Christ is a great one.

Whether we are a parent, grandparent, catechist, teacher or
co-worker, leading others to Christ requires more than having
knowledge of our faith; it requires having the heart of a servant. What
does the heart of a servant look like? Today’s Gospel gives us some
insight.

James and John, two of the 12 disciples tell Jesus that they desire to
sit on His left and on His right in the Kingdom of Heaven. Jesus
acknowledges their holy desire to be with Him in Heaven; however, He
knows that this desire is coming from a heart that also desires prestige
and glory, and so He says to them, “whoever wishes to be great
among you will be your servant; whoever wishes to be first among you
will be the slave of all.” Jesus is telling us that greatness in God'’s
Kingdom is acquired by having the heart of a servant. What does this
heart look like? Itis a heart that sees the need of another, and then
takes action by putting the other’'s need before their own. Itis a heart
that gives out of love for another and not for glory or prestige. Jesus is
the greatest example of what a servant’s heart looks like. From His
first act of service in meeting the need of a married couple in Cana, to
His death on the cross for our need of eternal salvation, Jesus models
for us the heart of a servant.

Holy Rosary is blessed with many people who serve others in our
parish and community with the heart of a servant. Our parish is filled
with people who love the Lord and who desire out of love, to put others
in contact with Him. Right now we have a need for 7th and 8th grade
Faith Formation teachers. This need is a great one, and one that
requires a heart of a servant. If you have the time and interest in
serving our youth in this capacity, consider this invitation a little seed
of faith that | am planting in your heart like the one my friend Joanne
planted in me many years ago. Have a blessed Sunday!
