MEDICAL FOSTER HOME PROGRAM 
A Medical Foster Home provides cost-effective, non-institutional 
care for Veterans who are unable to live independently and 
choose a private family setting. The VA Medical Foster Home 

program partners with people with caregiving experience who live within a 65 mile radius
of Fargo-Moorhead and who have extra room in their homes and hearts to care for our 
nation'sheroes. The cost for care in a Medical  Foster Home is determined based on the 
Veteran's careneeds. This is sometimes paid via  private pay, potential VA Regional 
Office funding, andthrough county   waiver funding if the Veteran is eligible for Medical 
Assistance. We currentlyhave openings in our homes in West Fargo and Moorhead.  If 
you know of a Veteran in need or are interested in becoming a caregiver, please contact 
Kristin Swenson, Medical Foster HomeProgram Coordinator at 1-800-410-9723, Ext.

And they all lived happily ever afteré and I end the story-
book I just read to our granddaughter Avery. We all like end-
ings like that but as adults we know that such stories are not 
true. Living happily ever after only happens in make believe. 
Or does it? 
As we listened to the Beatitudes today we hear Jesus give 
us in twelve verses, the true blueprint that make for a happy 
and blessed life. The challenge is if we are willing to open 
our heart and mind and decide which way we want to live 
our life. Do we seek short term happiness in what the world 
offers or are we willing to live for Jesus and focus on the life 
to come in His eternal kingdom? Jesus calls us to re-
examine our priorities and our attitude to the spiritual riches 
we have been given. He wants us to center our lives on God 
and trust that our greatest need in life is spiritual, not materi-
al. Do we want to follow Godôs will or the will of the world? 
Will we be happy in the worldôs way, or in Christôs way? 
God created us to be happy; he wants us to know the kind 
of love and happiness that only He can give. The worldôs 
view is one of instant gratification, encouraging us to rely on 
ourselves, others and material goods for our happiness. 
Mark 8:36 says, ñWhat does it profit a man to gain the whole 
world, and forfeit his soul?ò  This attitude of independence 
from God can put us on a road to destruction. 
Itôs an individualôs decision on how they wish to reply to 
God. Do we trust that God is on our side? Are we willing to 
place our whole life, our dreams, our hopes and plans in 
Godôs hands and trust in Him? Are we willing to reject the 
worldôs values and trust that God will be there for us if we 
live from our heart? It is quite a reality check and when our 
priorities are right with God the seemingly impossible will 
become possible. 
Are we motivated enough to adopt Godôs values and reject 
the worldôs values to live ñhappily ever after?ò

In forming the Beatitudes, Jesus uses the time-honored lan-
guage of paradox to emphasize his powerful message. Often 
the New Testament will present ideas that appear as difficult 
to understand, for instance, "the last shall be first" or "in dying, 
we will live." In a sense, Jesus is combating the world of sin 
with all its empty promises. In our world, a great deal of atten-
tion is placed on celebrities and their lavish lifestyles or on the 
blessings that come to the rich. Regardless of all the stories of 
sadness and difficulties that occur among so many of them, 
we still feel that it would be nice to have what they have. Even 
in the times of Jesus the well-to-do were envied. Yet Jesus 
teaches us that real happiness can come to the poor, the hun-
gry and those who are ridiculed or insulted because of their 
connection with Jesus and his ways. Itôs not enough to hear 
this just once. We need reminders because the opposite mes-
sage comes to us daily through advertising and the media.  
There is much wisdom in the saying that "true happiness 
comes in not getting what you want but wanting what you get." 
It has to do with accepting who we are as well as the basic 
conditions of our lives. In line with the spirit of the Beatitudes, 
as a result of recent economic difficulties, people have been 
engaged in a kind of examination of conscience about their 
buying habits. We are seeing more attention being given to 
whatôs called the simple life: doing more with less. While this 
can have a certain self-serving tone to it, it can also be a way 
of focusing more on whatôs really important in life, which is 
doing the will of Godðin love. 
We must always remember that Jesus came for the last, the 
least and the lost. He came to bring glad tidings to the poor 
and freedom to the oppressed. He provided hope for the 
hopeless and taught the people the importance of faith. Then 
He asked them to be servant of all if they wanted to be the 
greatest. In short, He wants all of followers to be like Him and 
to walk in His path. That is the life that is truly blessed. 
Dear God, open us to depend on you and give thanks for the 
many gifts we have received but often fail to notice. Amen.
